The Butter Game

	Materials:
	· Yellow Piece of Paper (Butter) cut up into pieces labeled 1/16, 1/8, ¼, ½, and a whole pound of butter.  (See below)

· 1 game board (Player 1, Player 2)

· 1 dice labeled 1/16, 1/16, 1/16, 1/8, 1/8, 1/4

	Number of Players:
	Two (2) or more

	Directions:
	Player one rolls the die.  Player one takes the corresponding piece of butter and places it on their game board.  

Player two rolls the die.  Player one takes the corresponding piece of butter and places it on their game board.  

When a player has enough butter to trade up to a larger piece, they must ask the other player if it is a fair trade using correct mathematical language.  For example, player one might say,  “Can I trade two eighths for one fourth?”  Player two should use the butter pieces to check if it is fair, and reply, “Sure.” 

The winner is the Player that is first to trade for a whole pound of butter.

Option:  Start with a whole pound of butter and subtract the pieces of butter.  The winner is the player that uses all his butter first.
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
